SCHOOL YEAR: 2011-2012 (1/2 year course)

COURSE DESCRIPTION:



The Law course is offered for those students who wish to further study our government system in the US as well as those in the world. The class also investigates different court cases, rights, responsibilities, and laws present in today’s society. After the initial introductory unit for the course, the class moves on to an in depth look at the Bill of Rights and that document’s function in society. This is arguably the most important unit of the course as all following units involving civil and criminal law will trace their roots back to the Bill of Rights. Students will be given several opportunities to express their opinions of the law and controversial topics through debate and essay. It is important to note that there are no “right or wrong” answers in these assignments. However, evidence and explanation are extremely important and must be expressed to show understanding of the topics.


Just a reminder - this course runs ½ a year. Particularly for seniors who need or might need the credit, do not fall behind and expect some sort of extra credit in order to pass the class.

Units covered in the LAW course might include but are not limited to the following:

An introduction to and history of law

The Bill of Rights

The Death Penalty and Gun Control
Crimes and Defenses

Civil Law 

Trial Procedures and landmark cases
During the course we will view several films/documentaries related to the law and rights. Possible films include: Bowling for Columbine, 12 Angry Men, A Time to Kill, To Kill a Mockingbird (clip). I will take suggestions of other films on day and during the course.
